	Ask the Ss about their dream holiday.

Elicit the names of places that are suitable for teenager to spend their summer holidays

Distribute cards for matching with the verbs “play”, “make”, “go”, “have”.

Organise the Ss in pairs to let them compare their answers with each other.

Let the Ss listen to the recording and check themselves
Ask the Ss to choose one camp and say what they’ll do there

Let the Ss read the phrases of ex. 2(a) p. 58 and say what the conversation is going to be about.
Elicit the answer to the question what camp Sam is going to.
